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BALANCING CANADA'S BUDGET

It's evident by the number of new jobs, growth in our
economy, and the strength of our banks, that the strong
fiscal management of Stephen Harper's Conservative
Government has helped guide Canada through the global
economic recession.

As part of the Next Phase of Canada's Economic
Action Plan , our Government will work to return to a
balanced budget without raising taxes, and without cutting

transfers to the provinces.

Parks Canada also preserves our history, giving
Canadians chances to learn first-hand about places such
as LOAnse aux Meadows, whe
