types of infirm, dependant relatives, including, for the first time, spouses,
common-law partners and minor children.

x Extending the ecoENERGY Retrofiiomes Programto help families lower
their heating and electricity bills by making their homes more energy efficient.

X Since 2006, a typical Canadian family saves, on average, more th&$8,000
per year.

Looking Forward: Legislating the
Federal Gas Tax Fund

The City of Brampton has benefited tremendously from th&ederal Gas Tax Fund
for Municipalities. Brampton has received millions of dollars from this program,
which then has been invested and allocated to transit initiatives. These
Investments are focused on improving the quality and efficiency for its riders,
while creating numerous jobs for Brampton's local economy.
